All combat
tests must be turned into and post
marked to Imperial by August 20", 2003.
Those wishing to Marshal, must
complete the missile test as well as the
combat tests. If you are unable to
complete the combat tests before the
due date you will only be qualified to
safety marshal. If you do not have the
appropriate combat cards you will not be
allowed to fight. Sir Pavo will be
administering tests and supplying
combat cards to those qualified. He will
also be available at the park Wednesday
night before Labor Day weekend with
the trailer to haul stuff for War. Please
make sure to label your gear to avoid
confusion. Combatants please pack
your combat gear Sunday evening for
the trip home, as there will be no fighting
on Monday. Thursday is the day we are
heading out to War, those wishing to
caravan please contact Sir Pavo. The
green and white marquee will be set up
in the Umbrian encampment for those
who come later and wish to find camp.
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Sir Pavo and Sir Roland’s Knights
council is postponed until further notice.
