"SHE" WAS KING: 
Jadwiga, queen of Poland (called 
also Saint Hedwig or Hedwig of 
Anjou 1374-1399 
Jadwiga was the granddaughter 
of King Ladislaus I, who had 
reunited Poland earlier in the 
century. From the age of eight 
she lived at the Imperial court in 
Vienna. 
Jadwiga had to return to Poland 
when her sister Catherine died in 
1378. When her father died in 
1382, the archbishop of Krakow 
crowned her as 'Jadwiga, king of 
Poland' - technically speaking, 
she was king, not queen. She 
succeeded her father, King Louis 
the Great on the Polish throne in 
1384 following a two-year 
interregnum. Her reign saw the 
start of Poland's dynastic union 
with neighboring Lithuania, and 
the latter nation's conversion to 
Christianity. At an early age she 
was betrothed to William of 
Habsburg, but the nobility of 
Poland convinced her to marry 
Jagiello. Jagiello, grand duke of 
Lithuania married Jadwiga in Feb 
1386 and then was crowned king 

of Poland as Ladislaus II."
